General Comments:

This presentation is the first of two submitted works that the student will submit after completing the Setting Up Shows chapter. The aim of this presentation is to demonstrate the student’s ability to set up a show for a kiosk – the show will run automatically using the student’s rehearsed timings and loop when the show ends.
Key Assessment competence measures:

	1.
	The slides will have various timings applied with the exception of slide 6 (its timing is set to exactly 00:05 seconds)

	2.
	All slides will be set to advance On Mouse Click as well as automatically after a specified time

	3.
	The show is set up to be browsed at a kiosk


Key assessment competence:

	1.
	The ability to set up the presentation so that all slides advance after a specified time, plus automatically on mouse click

	2.
	The ability to use the rehearse timings feature and retain the timings for the show

	3.
	The ability to set up the show for browsing at a kiosk


The student’s submitted work should appear as follows:
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The Show type is set to Browsed at a kiosk in the Set Up Show dialog box which is accessible on the Slide Show tab





Originally, the student had to set all slides to advance automatically after 5 seconds or by mouse click. Then they used the rehearsed timings feature and retained those timings. Only the hidden slide – slide 6 – will still have its timing set to exactly 5 seconds or by mouse click





Notice that Slide 1 in our example above is set to advance automatically after 2.48 seconds or by mouse click
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
